The Granville Recreation District (GRD) Board of Trustees notes with interest the
findings of the Pathways Committee. We also note discussions have begun both with the Village
Council and with the Township Trustees about how to fund and implement the Pathway
Committee’s recommendations. The GRD is already on record in support of pathways, walks,
trails and bikeways and would like to be part of the ongoing discussions. (see attached letter in
support of the southwest path grant application) Clearly pathways are a recreational function and
the GRD respectfully requests to be at the table as these discussions begin.

The GRD has been approached by a number of interested citizens and groups about other
recreational needs within the community. In fact, a Community Pool, a Community Recreation
Center, and a Senior Citizens Center are just a few of the recreational needs which have been
forwarded to our attention.

As you are likely aware, the GRD will be hiring an Executive Director in the first quarter
0f 2010. We have committed to the community that one of the first tasks of this Director will be
to conduct a comprehensive survey of the recreational needs within the Greater Granville
Community and incorporate the results of that survey into a strategic plan. We believe strongly
that we should not undertake any significant project until we can engage the community, and
give the citizens of the Community the opportunity to tell us what they want, the order of priority
of what they want, and how much they are willing to pay for each project. Because our
community’s resources are limited, and our needs and wants are practically unlimited, we
believe that for any one project or interest to be funded before this process can be completed
would be premature. It is imperative we collectively develop only those projects for which the
citizens are willing to pay and in the order they are dictated by our citizens.

Therefore, we respectfully request both the Village and the Township consider the
following three requests:

1. Permit the GRD to be a working partner in all discussions regarding pathways or
other recreational programs or facilities.

2. Consider funding and performing an engineering study to confirm the actual costs
associated with constructing the various recommended paths. This can be done
simultaneously with the survey and thus save time.
