Big O is proud to announce we have been awarded the contract to be 
Granville Township’s exclusive residential waste and curbside recycling 
hauler. We have offices in Granville and Newark, Ohio and have been 
serving the residents of central Ohio for over 25 years. We currently 
serve over 18,000 residential customers and 1300 commercial 
accounts in the region. 
 
Township service will be on Thursdays, beginning April 2nd. Please 
put your solid waste, recyclables and yard waste all out by 6:00 a.m.  
 
To get started please register by calling our toll free number at 888-
924-2446 or fill out the enclosed registration form and mail or fax it to 
our office.  We cannot schedule anyone for pickup who does not sign 
up. Current Big O customers will need to re register for the new 
contract terms. Forms are also available for download at 
www.granvilletownship.org. Remember it is important to register 
before April 2 to avoid any lapse in service. 
 
Our contract is fixed for 36 months and will cost $12.95/mo. for 
weekly trash pick up. Weekly curbside recycling is available for 
$4.50/mo. Senior citizens age 65 and older will be charged $11.65/mo 
+ $4.05 for optional curbside recycling. Our 96 gallon two wheeled 
toter for trash is an option available for $2.75/mo. The new toters are 
designed to work with the hydraulic arms on our trucks. We bill 
quarterly in advance for our service.
